CCRS HOSPITALITY FUND 2012
In July this year, the Council for Cadet Rifle Shooting will once again be providing hospitality for the visiting Royal Canadian Army Cadet National Rifle Team.  In addition we will be looking after an Australian Cadet Team.  Whilst they are in the UK we will be arranging for them a varied programme of visits and other activities.  Although we are fortunate to receive assistance from the Ministry of Defence, their contribution this year is going to be seriously curtailed so I must emphasise that much of the cost of the programme has to be borne by CCRS and having two visiting teams creates a great challenge.  We are therefore renewing our annual appeal for contributions to the "Hospitality Fund" created for this purpose, which many of you have so generously supported in the past.

You will most probably be aware that our own British Cadet Rifle Team, The Athelings, make a reciprocal visit to Canada and we organise the Great Britain Under 19 Rifle Team that goes to South Africa annually.  The hospitality extended to both teams is always most generous.  With your support, CCRS will endeavour to arrange a comparable programme for our visitors.

I do hope that you will feel able to contribute as generously as possible on this occasion.  As many of you will be aware the Government changed the rules on giving to charities which now allow for gifts of any size to be made using "Gift Aid".  Charities may reclaim tax on donations from taxpayers providing the donor pays income or capital gains tax of at least the amount equal to that which the Charity reclaims on their donation.  You are strongly encouraged to make use of this way of giving that will provide the CCRS Hospitality fund with an additional 28p for each £1 you give at no cost to you.

Please enclose the attached form when sending your donation.  If you completed a Gift Aid Form in a previous year it is still valid but if you did not and are now able and willing to adopt the "Gift Aid" method of supporting the fund please complete both parts of the enclosed form.  Part A is the detail of the amount that you are giving and Part B, your Gift Aid declaration which will remain valid until you cease to be a tax payer or wish to stop using this method of giving; in either case you will need to inform the General Secretary.

In order to make maximum use of your generosity I ask that you accept this letter as our "Thank You".  I intend to express our gratitude and acknowledge donations by listing the names of donors, but not amounts, in the annual report.
